First Ten Amendments
were ratified December 15,
1791, and formed what is
known as the Bill of Rights

he following ten amendments

known as the Bill of Rights were
in many people’s eyes the
completion of the promise [United
States Constitution]. As you study
these amendments we suggest you
compare them to the Magna Carta.
You will find concepts and
similarities. Our Founding Fathers
were students of history,
governments, bible and carried with
them a wisdom garnered through the
ages which came forward at this
momentous time in history. The first
ten Amendments (Bill of Rights)
were ratified effective December 15,
1791.

Amendment 1—Freedom to live
one’s conscience

Congress shall make no law
respecting an establishment of
religion, or prohibiting the free
exercise thereof; or abridging the
freedom of speech, or of the press, or
the right of the people peaceably to
assemble, and to petition the
Government for a redress of

grievances.

Amendment 2—Militia necessary,

right to keep and bear arms

A well regulated Militia, being

necessary to the security of a free
State, the right of the people to

keep and bear Arms, shall not be

Amendment 3—Quartering troops
No Soldier shall, in time of peace be
quartered in any house, without the
consent of the Owner, nor in time of
war, but in a manner to be prescribed
by law.

Amendment 4—Search and
seizure regulated

The right of the people to be secure
in their persons, houses, papers, and
effects, against unreasonable
searches and seizures, shall not be
violated, and no Warrants shall issue,
but upon probable cause, supported
by Oath or affirmation, and
particularly describing the place to
be searched, and the persons or
things to be seized.

Amendment 5—Certain rights
relating to life, liberty, and
property reiterated

No person shall be held to answer
for a capital, or otherwise infamous
crime, unless on a presentment or
indictment of a Grand Jury, except in
cases arising in the land or naval
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
